The 4th seed Josh Bartrug (RIV) a junior with a spotless record of 23-0 and a career record of 72-23 will be challenged by 7th seed Frankie Williams (EL) a freshman with 22-1 record. Williams is also a 2 time OAC qualifier.  Williams gained an upset in the quarter finals with the no. 2 seed  Darin Heavlin of (HC).(Williams was losing the match 10-2 at the time of his fall). Bartrug earned his trip to the finals with a 2-0 decision over Zach Brown (OG). Then went on to beat no. 6 seed Sawyer Leppla (Camb) 4-2.

David Jefferey PS and Jeremy Border (Cald) have not faced each other since their pee wee days.  Jefferey the no. 1 seed a sophomore is 27-2 (both losses coming at the iron man) has a 77-4 career record.  He is also the returning West Virginia State champ at 112, high school all American, wrestling USA top sophomore special mention, ranked no. 1 in the state of WV, and to top it all off is a 7 time WV Junior state champ.  The no. 2 seed Jeremy Border (Cald) also a sophomore with an 18-1 record and an over all record of 43-6 was the 2009 OVAC runner up at 103, placed 4th in the state of Ohio Div 2.  His only loss this season was to Andrew Bertubin (Camb), which Border beat 5-4 in the semi-finals.

No. 3 seed Alex Quinn (Shad) only a freshman, but with an impressive 24-1 record is on a hot streak with 20 wins in a row, and 19 of them coming by a fall. Quinn beat state placer John McComas (Beav) by fall to get into the semi-finals where he beat the second seed Cody Wiltchire (BL) 12-11.  Quinn also has an extensive junior high resume.  The 5th seed Preston Foster (EL) is a 4 year placer at 119 with a record of 25-1, and his only loss was coming from  Shawn McGee of Steubenville, which Foster beat 10-4 in the quarter finals.  He went on to knock off the No. 1 Seed Dillon Nolte (STC) 6-4.

The seeds have held true on this weight class with the No. 1 seed is a four time OVAC finalist finishing as a runner up in 2007, and winning both 2008 and 2009 Arizona Miller (Beav) senior with a 22-6 record, and a 142 career wins, is a 3 time Ohio State Qualifier placing 8th in 2008 and 6th in 2009.  Kyle Bauer (WP) is familiar with Miller losing to him in the OVAC finals.  Bauer a Jr. has a 24-3 record, and an overall record of 108-8 is a two time OVAC runner up, a 2009 West Virginia runner up, and placed 3rd in West Virginia states in 2008.

The no. 2 seed and returning OVAC champ at this weight Seth Callarick (STC) is a senior with a 19-2 record and a career record 111-29 is also a 4 time OVAC place winner placing 7th in 2007 and 2008.  Also qualified for the 2009 Ohio state tournament he defeated Caleb Norman (PS) 3-1 in the semi-finals.  The second freshman from (Shad) Ian Baker the 5th seed is 27-2.  He knocked off the 4th seed Justin Goode (JM) 2-1 in the quarter finals and upset the no. 1 seed Dillon Vandyne (Camb) by fall in the semi-finals.

The first seed Art Hobley is a senior at (Steub) with an undefeated record of 23-0 and a career record of 68-28 placed 7th at the 2009 OVAC tournament and went on to qualify for the Ohio State tournament as well.  Art did not start wrestling till his freshman year at Steubenville.  Art will be challenged in the finals by upstart Cody Churchhill (OG) the 7th seed who defeated Jimmy Gessler (BPT) 7-0 in the quarter finals and went on to MD the 3rd seed Jacob Border (Cald).  So far in the tournament Churchhill’s opponents have not scored a point on him.  Cody is a  sophomore with 16-4, and a 41-18 carreer record and took 5th place in 2009 at the West Virginia State Tournament.

The seeds held true once again with senior and no. 1 seed Joel Paolo (OG) 15-0, and a 135-25 career record.  Joel is 4 time OVAC place winner, 3rd in 07, 4th in 08, and was the 2009 OVAC champion at 135.  He finished 5th in West Virginia in 07 and 08 and a state runner up in 09.  He is currently ranked no. 1 in West Virginia in AA-A.  He will be challenged by senior and no. 2 seed Tyler Green (PS) 26-3 on the year with a 133-27 career record.  Tyler is a 2x WV state runner up, and also the defending state WV champion at 140.  he is also a high school All-American and he is ranked no. 1 in WV AAA division.

This weight class has one of the premier match-ups of the tournament.  No. 1 seed Dylan Ice (Beav) is senior with a 26-1 record has had all of his matches end in a pin.  He has had only one match all year go into the third period.  He has had a 130 career wins, and placed 5th in the OVAC in 08 and was the 2009 OVAC champion at 140 also earning the Hercules award.  He placed 5th in 08 at OH state tournament, and 3rd in 09 at the state tournament.  He will be challenged by junior and No. 2 seed Dominic Prezzia (STC) who has wrestled most of the season at 152.  He earned his way into the finals by MD a previous undefeated David Schlieper (Cam). He has a spotless record of 20-0 with a career record of 95-11 and has finished as the OVAC runner up the past two years.  He was an OH state qualifier in 08, and finished 4th in the state 09.

Just like the 145 the seed have held true.  No. 1 seed Kurtis Jefferis (Barn) is a senior with a 26-2 record, and a life time record of 129-27 record.  Kurtis is a 4 time OVAC place winner 5th in 07, 7th in 08, and was the 2009 OVAC champion at 145 and then went on to qualify for the OH state tournament.  Jefferis earned his trip to the finals 7-3 dec. over Danny Costa (Ed).  He will be challenged by senior and No. 2 seed Bo Cooper (PS) with a 24-5 record and a career record 100-30 placed 4th at the WV states at 130, and was the 09 State runner up at 135.  Bo defeated Kenny Nickerson (STC) 6-2 in the semi finals.

The no. 2 seed Bobby Richmond (BD) is a junior with a record of 22-1 and a career record of 78-25, and an 8th place in 09’s OVAC tournament and went on to qualify for the WV state tournament.  Bobby beat Paul Blake from (Cam) in the semi-finals to place him in the finals.  The last time BD had a wrestler in the finals was in 1996 Josh Giovengo. Richmond will be challenged the no. 4 seed a senior Kody Crooks (Barn) with a 24-2 reecord and a career record of 101-49.  Kody was an 8th place finisher in 09 at the OVAC tournament and also went on to qualify for the OH state tournament.  He defeated no. 8 seed Marshall Mason (JM) who in the quarter finals knocked off the no. 1 seed Doug Eddy (HC).

The coaches did an excellent job again as the one and two seeds square off in the finals at the 171 pound weight class.  The No. 1 seed senior Max Nogay (WM) 20-1 and a career record of 99-21 will be seeking his 100th win with his first OVAC title.  Max placed 7th at the OVAC tournament in 08 and missed the 09 tournament due to injury and came back to win the WV state tournament at 160 in 09.  He also placed 4th at the WV state tournament in 07 and an 08 state runner up.  He is the wrestling USA top seniors special mention.  The. No 2 seed a junior Chris Smith (PS) 27-5 and a career record of 123-9 placed 8th at the 2010 Iron man, placed 4th in the WV state tournament in 08 and 3rd in 09. He is a high school All-American and ranked 25 in wrestling USA top juniors.

The. No. 1 seed and a senior Jake Henderson (Beav) 25-2, with a career record of 90-25 placed 5th in the OVAC’s in 08 and 4th in 2009 and he also went on to qualify for the OH state tournament 09.  Jake dec. the no. 4 seed Justin Greathouse (OG) in the semi-finals to earn his trip to the finals tonight.  The no. 3 seed Oberdick (MF) a junior is 16-1 with a 44-14 career record placed 4th last year at 171 at the OVAC tournament. He defeated No. 2 seed Steven Brogle (PS) in the semi-finals to earn his way to the finals tonight.
